Reasons for Objecting to Acquisition of Land Certificate
1. Loss of Eton Close play area in Cogges (Southern end)

2. Increased risk of road accidents to youngsters accessing replacement north Cogges Play Area

3. Replacement Play Area badly sited between two roads at a junction, with associated noise & fumes. 

4. Loss of historic Hay Meadow

5. Loss of tranquil area close to town (Hay Meadow)

6. Loss of recreational area for children/parents close to town (Hay Meadow)

7. Loss of wildlife area close to schools (Hay Meadow)

8. Loss of established (incl rare species) wildlife area (Hay Meadow)

9. Proposed Hay Meadow replacement land is surrounded by roads and is not of equal amenity value

10. Proposed Hay Meadow replacement land does not adequately replace the loss of the Hay Meadow
11. Loss of floodplain north of proposed CLR

12. Proposed Hay Meadow replacement land is not as easily accessible as the existing meadow from the town centre 
13. Walk to Southern Country Park through Hay Meadow under Cogges Link Road would become noisy/unpleasant 

14. Potential risk of flooding upstream increased (will the replacement land be at more risk of flooding than the existing meadow? If it is then there is the loss of amenity due to more regular flooding thereby not accessible as often as the existing meadow)
15. Building on a floodplain goes against the recommendations of the Government’s Pitt Report of 2008
